5.  STATUS  of the SUBSCRIBER -  The subscriber shall be considered as having the legal status of an independent contractor. 

6.  RIGHTS and  OBLIGATIONS  of the SUBSCRIBER - The subscriber experts should abide by the laws and decrees of the People's Republic of China. 

The rights and obligations of the subscriber are strictly limited to the terms and conditions of this agreement.  Accordingly, the subscriber shall not be entitled to any benefit, payment, subsidy, compensation or entitlement, except as expressly provided in this agreement. 

7. TITLE RIGHTS and UNPUBLISHED INFORMATION - The title rights, copyrights, and all other rights in any material produced under the provisions of this agreement shall be vested exclusively in the Government of the People's Republic of China and the United Nations Development Programme, which is financing this consultancy through its project on        
. The subscriber shall not communicate to any person or other entity and unpublished information made known to him by the Chinese authorities and/or the United Nations Development Programme in the course of performing his obligations under this agreement, except upon proper authorization by CICETE. 

8. DISPUTES - Disputes arising between the parties shall be settled through negotiation between the two parties.
